Academic Misconduct Form

Every instructor has the authority and responsibility to address instances of academic misconduct directly and
immediately. For each offense, which is a violation of the Code of Student Conduct, the instructor completes an
Academic Misconduct form that is sent to the Dean of Academic Affairs and Dean of Student Services. This
form, signed by both the instructor and the student, will become a part of the student’s permanent file. The
student may initiate the academic appeals process if they dispute the evidence of misconduct.
